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Vinesh fires back at WFI over sabbatical notice row

Vinesh Phogat has broken her
silence on the show-cause no-
tice issued by the Wrestling
Federation of India (WFTI), dis-
missing allegations of rule vi-
olations and saying the
federation has misinterpreted
the timelines of her sabbatical
from the sport.

WFI had issued a show
cause notice to the three-time
Olympian, citing "grave acts of
indiscipline” and multiple
rule violations that the feder-
ation claims have caused "na-
tional embarrassment”. The
federation also declared Pho-
gat "ineligible" to participate
in any sanctioned competi-
tions or events until at least
June 26.

But on Monday, Phogat re-
leased a lengthy statement on
her social media, in which she
challenged the WFI's claim

regarding her return-to-play
timeline and asserted she was
cleared by the International
Testing Agency (ITA) to return
on January 1, 2026.

"I acknowledge receipt of
the show cause notice dated
09.05.2026 issued by the
Wrestling Federation of India
(WFI) to me. [ will be provid-
ing detailed responses to each
claim made in the notice, after
consultation with my legal
team and my advisors," she
said in a statement.

According to the WFI no-
tice, Phogat failed to follow
Article 5.7 of the UWW Anti-
Doping Rules, which requires
a retired athlete to give six
months' written notice before
returning to competition and
remain available for testing
during that period.

Responding to the same,
Phogat mentioned, "However,
I would like to clear up a few
matters pertaining to the no-

tice to the public. The WFI
has misinterpreted the time-
lines of my sabbatical from
sport and subsequent return
to training and competitions.
As opposed to the date stated
by the WFI in their notice, i.e.,
June 26, 2026, I have been
deemed eligible to return to
official training and competi-

tion on January 1, 2026."

"Thave official confirmation
from the International Testing
Agency (ITA), the agency
hired by the international fed-
eration UWW, the relevant
international federation gov-
erning doping control for
wrestling, pertaining to the
same."

Barca rule Spain again
after Clasico trium

Watched by its grieving coach,
Barcelona won its second
straight Spanish league title
and 29th overall with a com-
fortable 2-0 win over Real Mad-
rid at Camp Nou on Sunday,
adding to its rival's troubled
season.

Goals by Marcus Rashford in
the ninth minute and Ferran
Torres in the 18th gave Barce-
lona the victory and an insur-
mountable 14-point advantage
over its fierce rival with three
rounds remaining in La Liga.

Barcelona coach Hansi Flick
was in the dugout for Sunday’s
clasico following the death of
his father, which Barcelona an-
nounced hours before kickoff.
Players from both teams wore
black armbands and there was
a moment of silence before
kickoff.

A draw would also have
been enough for the Catalan
club to seal its third league title
in four seasons.

Madrid, which remains the
most successful club in the
league with 36 trophies, is end-
ing a second consecutive sea-
son without a major title.
Sunday’s defeat at Barcelona
capped an embarrassing week
for Madrid, marked by alter-
cations between players in
training that led the club to fine
Federico Valverde and Auré-
lien Tchouaméni 500,000 euros
($589,000) each.

Rashford opened the scor-
ing for the hosts with a won-
derfully taken free kick, curling

the ball over the wall and into
the top corner. Torres added to
the lead from inside the area
after a flick from Dani Olmo.
‘This is like a family’

Flick’s father reportedly died
overnight. The coach cel-
ebrated Barcelona’s goals and
looked emotional after the final
whistle.

“Twill never forget this day. It
was a tough day for me. It starts
with this (news that) my father
passed away, but here, my team
is fantastic,” Flick said.

“I really love it, this is like a
family and they gave every-
thing today and I'm really
proud. It's amazing, in this sta-
dium, and also in the clasico
against Real Madrid, to win La
Liga” There was a brief scuffle
between players in the 5l1st
minute after Olmo confronted
a Madrid player. Olmo was

shown a yellow card.

Madrids Jude Bellingham
had a goal disallowed for off-
side in the 63rd.

Brazil forward Raphinha re-
placed Rashford in the 64th to
return from a long injury layoff.

Barcelona has been playing
the final league games without
the injured Lamine Yamal, its
biggest star. Yamal was on the
field lifting the trophy along
with his teammates.

No Mbappe

Madrid was without the in-
jured Kylian Mbappé, the
league’s leading scorer with 24
goals. The France forward
failed to recover from a left-
hamstring ailment that has
kept him sidelined since late
April.

Mbappé last week ad-
dressed a fresh wave of criti-
cism of him in Spain, insisting

he was fully committed to the
club and to recovering from his
latest injury. Some Madrid fans
had expressed concern that the
France forward was saving
himself for the upcoming
World Cup. He posted a story
during Sunday’s game while it
was being shown on a televi-
sion, along with supporting
words for the club and a white
heart. Madrid was also without
Valverde, who hurt his head in
the altercation with Tchoua-
méni after allegedly acciden-
tally knocking his head on a
table. It was not the only alter-
cation involving Madrid players
during training last week.

Alvaro Carreras confirmed
he was in a “minor” incident
with a teammate. Spanish
media said he and fellow de-
fender Antonio Riidiger got
into a scuffle.

"Therefore, I am eligible to
participate in the 2026 Senior
Open Ranking Tournament at
Nandini Nagar, Gonda, sched-
uled for May 10-12, 2026.

Désiré Doué's late goal earned
Paris Saint-Germain a 1-0
home win over Brest on Sun-
day and all but sealed a rec-
ord-extending 14th Ligue 1
title. PSG leads second-place
Lens by six points and only
needs a draw when they meet
in their rescheduled game on

Wednesday, after which
comes the final round next
Sunday.

If PSG loses twice and Lens
wins both its matches, Lens
could mathematically win the
title on goal difference but
PSG has a far superior goal
difference of +44 compared to
+29.

Doué picked up a pass on
the left side of the penalty area
and skipped past three
players before bending a fine
shot into the bottom right
corner in the 83rd minute of a
mostly dull contest.

With heavy rain falling at
Parc des Princes, the game
was briefly held up in the first
half when a technical glitch
prevented communication
between referee Jérome Bri-
sard and his assistants.

Lens beat Nantes 1-0 on Fri-
day, guaranteeing a spot in
next season's Champions
League and relegating eight-
time French champion Nantes
to Ligue 2.

The top three earn an auto-
matic place in next season's
Champions League and the
last spot will be contested by
Lille, Lyon and Rennes next
Sunday. Lille is in third after
grinding out a 1-0 win at Mon-
aco courtesy of an own-goal
from Monaco captain Denis
Zakaria with 20 minutes left.

That moved Lille one point
ahead of Lyon, which lost 2-1
at Toulouse, and two points
clear of fifth-place Rennes.

Aussie tennisicon
Mal Anderson
dies aged 91

Melbourne: Mal Anderson,
the first unseeded player to
win the US Open men's
singles title, has died aged 91,
Tennis Australia said on Mon-
day. Anderson's career started
on a dirt court on a farm and
he went on to become an Aus-
tralian tennis great, winning
the US crown in 1957 and
three major doubles titles.

Although unseeded at what
was then the United States
Championships, Anderson
beat three seeds and dropped
only two sets on his way to the
title. He also won the Davis
Cup twice.

After retirement Anderson
mentored young Australian
players including Pat Rafter,
who went on to become
world number one.

"I was really sad to hear of
Mal's passing. He was one of
those people who helped
shape my tennis from very
early on," said Rafter, who
twice won the US Open.

"He was a true legend of the
game, but more importantly
he was a terrific bloke -—
humble, generous with his
time and always happy to help
younger players along.

"Tennis in Australia has lost
one of its greats, and a lot of us
have lost a mate and mentor.”

Kohar strikes bronze to
launch India’s campaign

Komal Kohar opened hosts
India's medal count, winning
a bronze in the women's
48kg weight class at the
Asian Weightlifting Cham-
pionships here on Monday.

Competing in place of
Tokyo silver medallist Mira-
bai Chanu, the 23-year-old
rose to the occasion with a
composed performance, fin-
ishing with a combined lift of
177kg -- 78kg in snatch and
99kg in clean and jerk.

Her effort in clean and jerk
also earned her a bronze
medal in the discipline.

In a field missing several
traditional heavyweights of
Asian weightlifting, Chinese
Taipei stamped its authority
with a commanding one-two
finish.

Huang Yi Chen secured
gold with a best effort of
193kg  (8lkg+l12kg), while
compatriot Fang Wan-Ling
followed closely with 192kg
(84kg+108kg) to take silver.

The women's 48kg divi-
sion, a non-Olympic cat-
egory, did not feature
traditional powerhouses
such as China, North Korea
and Thailand.

North Korea's Un Chol
Pang dominated the men's
60 kg category, creating a
new World and Asian record
in the clean & jerk section
with a lift of 174 kg.

The World Championship
bronze medallist clinched
the gold medal with a total
effort of 304kg (130kg+174kg).

His best effort was a whop-
ping 27kg more than that of
the silver medallist Bin Kas-
dan Mohammad Aniq 277kg
(122kg+155kg) of Malaysia.

Gia Thanh Lai of Vietnam
heaved 267kg (121kg+146kg)
to bag the bronze medal,
while India's Rishikanta
Singh withdrew from the
event after the snatch sec-
tion.

Vinesh, who is aiming for a
comeback after nearly 20
months, following her deci-
sion to reverse her retirement.

Phogat further addressed
concerns regarding a where-
abouts failure in late 2024 and
a missed test in December
2025. She maintained that she
has cooperated fully with
authorities and that neither
incident constitutes an anti-
doping rule violation under
the WADA Code.

"With respect to the where-
abouts failure from Septem-
ber 2024, and the Missed Test
from December 2025, I con-
firm that I have cooperated
with the relevant result man-
agement authorities
promptly, and that both
events do not amount to anti-
doping rule violations per the
National Anti-Doping Rules,
2021, or the WADA Code,
2021," she said.

WEFI, in its notice, also

stated that Phogat "violated
UWW rules by competing in
two different weight cat-
egories (50 kg and 53 kg) on
the same day" during the se-
lection trials held in March
2024 at NIS Patiala.

Regarding the allegations,
Phogat stated that the then-
governing Ad-Hoc Commiittee
was fully aware of and per-
mitted her participation with-
out objection at the time.

"The allegation that I viol-
ated various rules by partici-
pating in two separate weight
categories at the 2024 Selec-
tion Trials at NIS Patiala is also
false, as the Ad-Hoc Commit-
tee governing the WFI at that
point in time was well aware
of my participation and made
no objection at that stage
while allowing me to partici-
pate,” said Vinesh.

Phogat has been given 14
days to provide a written re-
sponse to the charges and has

been offered the opportunity
for a personal hearing before
the WFI Disciplinary Com-
mittee.

The wrestler stated she will
provide a detailed response to
the WFI with supporting evi-
dence in the prescribed 14-
day time limit to establish her
innocence and is looking for-
ward to representing India in
the 2026 Asian Games.

"Beyond the same, I am re-
viewing the contents of the
notice and will provide a de-
tailed response with suppor-
ting evidence to the WFI
within the prescribed time
limit of fourteen days. I will
establish my innocence and
will continue my preparations
as I approach my return to
competition, and I look for-
ward to the chance at repre-
senting India in the 2026
Asian Games and upcoming
international events,” Phogat
concluded.
